CONDITIONS

1.
Mooring is conditional upon the vessel holding a valid BW licence, Boat Safety Certificate and current minimum third party indemnity insurance policy.  Photocopies of the certificate and policy document are required prior to the arrival of the vessel in the Marina, or the completion of a renewal application.

2.
Generally a specific berth will be allocated to a vessel from the date of arrival, or renewal.  Wherever possible this berth will remain the same throughout the duration of the mooring period but the Company reserves the right to reallocate berths at its discretion.  Each berth holder will be responsible for the good upkeep of their respective berth and must fender their craft accordingly. Any accidental damage to berths must be reported immediately (refer to section on Mooring Safety).

3.
A mooring is not transferable should the vessel change ownership, and the private sale of craft whilst on the Company's premises is prohibited without written consent.

4.
Whilst every reasonable effort will be made by Company staff to protect berth holders' property, it must be strictly understood that all property is kept on the Company's premises at their owner's risk and should be secured accordingly.

5.
All vessels are expected to carry a minimum level of fire safety equipment capable of extinguishing fuel-based fires. However, supplementary fire extinguishers are housed in red safety boxes (together with lifebelts) throughout the site within close proximity of all moorings, in case of extreme emergencies.

6.
In the interests of security all berth holders and their visitors must advise a member of staff immediately upon their arrival on site.

7.
Mooring fees are charged per foot and are subject to a minimum charging length of 20ft.  They are payable, in advance, by either a one-off annual payment (with appropriate discount) or by monthly standing order.

MOORING SAFETY PROCEDURE

A great deal of time and effort has gone into providing quality moorings for all berth holders. In order to protect this infrastructure in the long term, berth holders are strongly requested to exercise the utmost care when manoeuvring within the basin, and to avoid striking the stagings whilst berthing under power. A member of staff will normally be available to assist within normal opening hours. In order to avoid unnecessary accidents, it is requested that only competent helmspersons are allowed to manoeuvre vessels whilst within the mooring basin.

MINIMUM FENDERING REQUIREMENTS

The following is a condition of acceptance of this booking:

(a)
A minimum of two side fenders, each having a minimum of 5" in width or diameter (uncompressed), must be placed between the vessel and the respective staging, not the staging blocks.

(b)
A bow or stem fender must be placed at approximately 325inm above water level (dependent on the orientation of the craft in its berth)

(c)
The bow or stem of the vessel must be kept clear of the central walkway defenders at all times. This can easily be achieved by a Cross-Cleating technique.

PLEASE sound your horn when entering the basin to alert staff to your arrival, so that they may offer assistance if required. Please observe the slowest possible speed whilst within the basin that best suits the manoeuvrability of your vessel.
